Bonafide movie royalty Rin Tin Tin takes the
lead in his first star vehicle, released 100 years
ago in 1923.

A German Shepherd puppy (‘the Wolf-Dog’)
is adopted by a wolf pack in northern Canada.
He encounters a French fur-trapper and the
pair develop a bond, becoming inseparable...
until their happy unit is disrupted by a corrupt
trading post manager. The film’s star had
been rescued as a puppy from a French WW1
battlefield by soldier Lee Duncan who trained
him and, recognising the handsome hound’s
talent to “register emotions and portray a

real character”, wrote the scenario for Where
the North Begins. The film cost Warner Bros.
around $1.2 million in today’s money but
made back many times this much - reputedly
rescuing the studio from bankruptcy and
earning Rin Tin Tin the nickname: The Dog
Who Saved Hollywood.

and the unique building they
created together.

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THE SKINNY
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Love Bo’ness

Bo’ness town, where HippFest makes its home, is a wonderful conflux
of old and new visible in the town’s environment today.

Settlement here was first recorded in Roman times,
and it’s position along the Antonine Wall is marked
by Grahamsdyke road, the medieval name for the
wall. The Firth of Forth is as formative as it is scenic.
Everywhere you can see traces of its significance as
a port and a hub of industry, from the Memorial to
Mining to the famed Bo’ness and Kinneil Railway.

These industries were eventually replaced by an
equally entrepreneurial community of local
businesses that restores faith in the traditional

High Street (preserved from the era in which the
Hippodrome Cinema would have first thrived). In the
small town centre you can buy everything you need,
and the locals are fiercely proud judges of quality.
